

A Meeting of Hildersham Parish Council was held on Tuesday 9th July 2019, in Hildersham Village Hall 
Those present at the meeting were:, Mr Rob Clay, Mr Darren Long, and Peter Cousins, District Councillor John Batchelor, County Councillor and District Councillor Henry Batchelor, and three members of the public and the Clerk. 
Meeting started at 7.30pm 
31. Open Forum for members of the public to raise concerns or make comments on parish council matters. There were no comments or questions raised.
30. Apologies – Mark Logan and John Myer sent their apologies.
32. Do any Councillors have interests to declare in the items to be discussed during the meeting? Has the Clerk granted any dispensations under section 33 (1) of the Localism Act and the basis is set out under section 33(2)? No interests were declared or dispensations requested.
33. Approval of the minutes from the meetings on 14th May and 2nd July 2019. The minutes were approved and signed by Vice Chairman Darren Long.
34. Report from District Councillor and County Councillor Henry Batchelor – their emailed reports had been circulated to councillors.
The Greater Cambridgeshire Partnership are consulting members of the public on a new design for Whittlesford station and on changes to the A1307 near Babraham.
Bids for the Local Highway Initiative needed to be submitted by 4th August.

A new chief executive had been appointed for the District Council and would start in September.

35. Report from District Councillor John Batchelor 

Due to a high staff turnover the Planning Dept was reported to be in disarray.
Work was expected to start on the cycleway route and the bus lane on the A1307 in July. The District Council was consulting people on the Barlow crossing on the A1307/ Work to install traffic lights at the Hildersham/A1307 junction should happen this year. 

36.  Feedback on actions from the last meetings

a)  Installation of new allotment notice board- Darren Long had kindly installed the notice board.
b) Drains need clearing by South Holding and down from the church. The Highway Officer advised the Clerk that a works order had been made to clear the drains.  

c) Update on new grazing rights licence – changes to the lease were in hand – action Clerk
d) Holes in the road had been reported on the County Council portal, and now been repaired.

e) Ian Blackman to sweep the village paths and treat the benches with clear marine varnish. Councillors had authorised the Clerk to accept the prices he had quoted to do the work.

38. Community Land Trust (CLT)

a) Update on the from Teeslaw on correspondence with the Charity Commission. Councillors agreed that a meeting with Teeslaw was required to agreed what should be done next . The questions needing answers were: Should the Councl register the land in the new Local Plan and seek advice from the Planning Dept. – action Clerk to arrange a meeting with Teeslaw
39 Village maintenance/allotments
a) Suggestion that there be an allotment- holders working party.
Action Clerk to email councillors dates to hold a meeting with allotment holders, to encourage them to manage the area.

40. Outstanding actions arising from the Internal Auditor’s Report
VAT needed to be reclaimed and new items like the swing and slide added to the insurance policy – action Clerk
41. Play area/Recreation Ground
a) Update on installation of the new slide – the new slide had been installed with the ground matting and looked very good; there was a vote of thanks to Rob Clay who laid the matting. 
b) Spraying the Recreation Ground – Mrs Tunnicliffe had told the Clerk she would talk to Andrew Rouse about this work, once he returned from holiday.
42. Correspondences

a) Local Highway Improvement Initiative – request received for the council to apply for funds for corner of High Street/Blench Lane. Darren Long proposed the council submit an application for funding to create a curb at the entrance to Blench Lane to protect an old wall, which was seconded by Rob Clay – action Clerk to submit application.
b) Councillors agreed to meet on 3rd September. 
c) Request for council to new annual membership to the Friends of the Roman Road and Fleam Dyke - £30.00?  Darren Long proposed the council review subscription to the Friends of the Roman Road and Fleam Dyke, which was seconded by Rob Clay, with the support of Peter Cousins.
d) Pollinator Action Plan -A long-running campaign encouraging councils to let neatly-mown grass verges become mini meadows where wildflowers and wildlife can flourish appears to be building up a head of steam. Request that this council leave some verges to allow wild flowers to set seed after flowering? Some verges had been left uncut but the main greens had been cut. It was pointed out that the triangle of ground near the A1307 was left wild.
43. Consider planning application:

S/1897/19/FL -Mr Taylor, 8 Beech Row – two storey side extension
Councillors supported the planning application.
Plans considered by Council:

S/1480/19/FL – Mr & Mrs Arkwright, Thuya House, High Street, demolition of existing house and garage and replacement with new house and garage 
The council had made no comment but commented that the planning department should consult with the listed building person about this application.
